1. Introduction

The Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises
(MSMEs) form the backbone of the Indian
economy, accounting for around 30% of the
country's Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and
contributing nearly 50% to overall exports (Role
of MSMEs in the country: Press release by the
Ministry of MSMEs, August 2023). Across India,
these MSMEs provide employment to over 12
crore people, covering multiple sectors (MSME
Dashboard, Government of India).

There are currently 2.5 crore MSMEs in
India (Udyam registrations of the MSME
Dashboard, Government of India). These MSMEs
are present across all sectors of manufacturing,
services and trading, providing key components,

from India’s mission to the moon to developing



innovative tech products used across the world,
including, supply of consumer goods for

everyday use.

1.1 MSMEs in Tamil Nadu

Tamil Nadu is one of the most
industrialised State in the country with the
highest number of factories - 15% of India’s
total (Invest India, Government of India). Tamil
Nadu also ranks third in total exports in the
country, with USD 46.46 billion offering

significant market potential for businesses.

The MSMEs of Tamil Nadu are a key
contributor to the State’s economy and to Tamil
Nadu's vision of becoming one Trillion USD
economy. With over 25 lakh Udyam
registrations, Tamil Nadu is the 2" in the
country in Udyam registrations (Ministry of
MSMEs, Government of India). 26% of

Tamil Nadu’s entrepreneurs are women which is



a testimony to the State’s inclusive growth and

conducive business environment.

As of 31st May 2024, the distribution of

MSMEs across categories, according to Udyam,

is given below:

2. Commissionerate of Industries

and Commerce

The Commissionerate of Industries and
Commerce, since its inception, has been
contributing to the development and growth of
entrepreneurs in Tamil Nadu through multiple
schemes and incentives. These schemes can be
broadly classified under two heads: Self-
employment and Entrepreneurship schemes;
and Subsidies for Setting up and Expansion of
Enterprises. These schemes and Subsidies are in
alignment with the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) of the United Nations (UN),

specifically to the following Goals:

SDG 8: Promote sustained, inclusive
and sustainable economic growth, full and
productive employment and decent work

for all;

2.1 District Industries Centres (DICs)

All 38 districts across the State have
District Industries Centres, headed by a General
Manager. The role of the DIC is to support
identifying viable projects, facilitating
preparation of project reports and obtaining
licences and clearances through the Tamil Nadu

Single Window Portal. The DICs also liaise with

banks and financial institutions for obtaining

loans for the entrepreneurs.

2.2 Self-employment and

Entrepreneurship Schemes

The Commissionerate is implementing

various self employment schemes, viz.,

1. Annal Ambedkar Business Champions
Scheme (AABCS)
2. New Entrepreneur-cum-Enterprise
Development Scheme (NEEDS)
3. Unemployed Youth Employment
Generation Programme (UYEGP)
4. Prime Minister’s Employment
Generation Programme (PMEGP) and
5. Pradhan Mantri Formalization of Micro
Food Processing Enterprises (PMFME)
scheme
The first three schemes are fully
funded and implemented by the State

Government. The fourth scheme is funded

by the Union Government and the fifth
scheme is funded by both the State and the

Union Government.

These schemes are tailored to achieve the

following targets under the UN SDGs:

The details of the schemes under self-
employment and entrepreneurship, along with

their performance in 2023-24, are as follows.

2.2.1 Annal Ambedkar Business Champions
Scheme (AABCS)

Tamil Nadu has been at the forefront of
implementing initiatives for social justice and
equitable development. Pursuant to the same,

the Annal Ambedkar Business Champions

Scheme (AABCS) was launched by the
Government of Tamil Nadu in 2023 to foster and
encourage entrepreneurship amongst the SC/ ST
communities. The scheme conforms to SDG
Target 10.2 which aims to empower and
promote the social, economic and political
inclusion of all, irrespective of age, sex,
disability, race, ethnicity, origin, religion or

economic or other status by 2030.

During 2023-24, 1,389 entrepreneurs
have benefitted under the scheme, involving a
subsidy of Rs.159.76 crore.

2.2.2 New Entrepreneur-cum-Enterprise
Development Scheme (NEEDS)
The Government of Tamil Nadu is
implementing the NEEDS scheme with an
objective to assist the educated youth to

become first-generation entrepreneurs.

Facilitation and
hand-holding is also done for the beneficiaries to
avail loans from financial institutions. Assistance
is also provided for getting plots/sheds allotted
in the industrial estates of the Tamil Nadu Small
Industries Development Corporation Limited
(TANSIDCO).

During 2023-24, 877 entrepreneurs
benefitted under the scheme, involving a

subsidy of Rs.91.26 crore.

2.2.3 Unemployed Youth Employment
Generation Programme (UYEGP)

Under this scheme subsidy is being
provided to start self employment activities by

the educated youths. This scheme is devised by

the Tamil Nadu Government, specifically for

micro trading activities.

2.2.4 Prime Minister’s Employment

Generation Programme (PMEGP)

PMEGP is a self-employment scheme of
the Union Government, and is being

implemented through the DICs, since 2008.

were benefitted under the scheme, involving a

subsidy of Rs.106.86 crore.
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2.2.5 Pradhan Mantri Formalization of
Micro Food Processing Enterprises
Scheme (PMFME)

PMFME scheme is a Centrally Sponsored
Scheme with a fund sharing pattern of 60:40
between the Union Government and the State
Government. This scheme supports the
upgradation and formalization of micro food

processing enterprises.

Under this scheme, Tamil Nadu is allocated
with a budget outlay of Rs.502.67 crores over a
period of 5 years, from 2020-21 to 2024-25 and
this scheme is implemented through the District

Industries Centres.

12,070 entrepreneurs have

benefitted under this scheme with loan sanctions

involving a subsidy of Rs. 230.67 crore. Tamil

Nadu was awarded by the Hon’ble President of

India for its outstanding performance in this

scheme.
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2.2.6 Special initiatives under Scheme for
Rehabilitation of Sanitary Workers
The Scheme for Rehabilitation of Sanitary
workers is a novel scheme which envisages
eliminating manual scavenging by transforming
sanitary workers into entrepreneurs through
mechanized sewer system maintenance and
septic tank clearance under Annal Ambedkar
Business Champion Scheme (AABCS) and
thereby ensuring safety, dignified employment

and sustainable livelihood to them.

To procure the specially fabricated jetting
machine of capacities 2 KL and 6 KL by SC/ST
sanitary workers, who were/are working with
Chennai Metropolitan Water Supply and
Sewerage Board (CMWSSB), the rate of subsidy
under Annal Ambedkar Business Champion
Scheme has been enhanced from 35% to 50%.
For other category beneficiaries, the eligibility

criteria of educational qualification and age

24



under New Entrepreneur cum Enterprise
Development Scheme were relaxed and the rate

of subsidy was enhanced from 25% to 40%.

The Hon’ble Chief Minister inaugurated the
scheme, by issuing loan Sanction orders for 213
beneficiaries to purchase scavenging equipments
at a project cost of Rs.125.86 crore during a
function held on 08.03.2024.

During the year 2023-24, subsidy amount
of Rs.54.66 crore for 187 beneficiaries under
Annal Ambedkar Business Champions Scheme
and Rs.6.63 crore for 26 beneficiaries under New
Entrepreneur cum Enterprise Development
Scheme was additionally allotted, of which, 84
beneficiaries with a subsidy amount of
Rs.24.17 crore and 11 beneficiaries with a
subsidy amount of Rs.2.80 crore were disbursed
under AABCS and NEEDS scheme respectively.

Necessary action is being taken for the release
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of balance allotted fund to the remaining

beneficiaries during this year.

2.3 Subsidies for New and Existing
Enterprises

For the sustenance of the Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprises, subsidy for capital,
power tariff, payroll, stamp duty and registration
charges and for acquiring Quality certification is
provided by the Government. These subsidies
align with the United Nations SDG
Targets: 8.1, 8.3 and 9.3.

2.3.1 Capital Subsidy

During 2023-24, subsidy of Rs.328.37

crore was disbursed to 2,389 enterprises.

2.3.2 Payroll subsidy

Reimbursement of employer's contribution
to EPF for the first 3 vyears, subject to a
maximum of Rs.24,000/- per employee per
annum is provided as payroll subsidy to MSMEs,
if the enterprise has employed more than 20

persons.

During 2023-24, payroll subsidy of

Rs.2.16 crore was disbursed to 99 enterprises.
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2.3.3 Low Tension Power Tariff (LTPT)

Subsidy

20% of the electricity consumption
charges paid by the new micro manufacturing
enterprises and existing micro manufacturing
enterprises which are taking up
expansion/diversification is reimbursed as LTPT
subsidy for the first 36 months from the date of

commencement of production.

During 2023-24, Low Tension Power Tariff
subsidy of Rs. 5.46 crore was disbursed to 609

enterprises.

2.3.4 Back Ended Interest Subsidy (BEIS)
To assist MSEs in their working capital
management, a back-ended interest subsidy of
5%, for a period of 5 years subject to a
maximum of Rs.20 lakh for term loans taken
upto Rs.2 crore under the CGTMSE scheme is
provided. Similarly, a subsidy of 5% for a period

of 5 years subject to a maximum of Rs.25 lakh
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for term loans taken up to Rs.5 crore for
technology upgradation and modernisation is

also provided.

During 2023-24, Back Ended Interest
Subsidy of Rs. 7.92 crore was disbursed to 897

enterprises.

2.3.5 Subsidy for Promotion of Energy
Audit and Conservation of Energy
(PEACE)

PEACE scheme is being implemented with
an objective to encourage MSMEs to adopt
energy efficiency practices. This scheme aligns

with the following SDG targets:

SDG 7.3: By 2030, double the global rate

of improvement in energy efficiency; and

SDG 7.a: By 2030, enhance international
cooperation to facilitate access to clean
energy research and technology, including

renewable energy, energy efficiency and

advanced and cleaner fossil-fuel
technology, and promote investment in
energy infrastructure and clean energy

technology.

A subsidy of 75% on the cost of taking up
energy audit subject to a maximum of Rs. 1 lakh
is provided to MSMEs. Further, to encourage
implementation of the recommendations of the
energy audit, a subsidy of 50% subject to a
maximum of Rs.10 lakh is provided, on the cost
of acquisition of replacement of machineries and
equipments and cost of acquiring technology for

energy conservation.

During 2023-24, Promotion of Energy
Audit and Conservation of Energy subsidy of

Rs.2.05 crore was disbursed to 210 enterprises.

2.3.6 Subsidy for acquiring Quality
Certification (Q-CERT)
Under Q-CERT, 100% reimbursement of

consulting and certification charges is provided
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to MSMEs upto Rs.2 Ilakh for National
Certifications and upto Rs.10 lakh for

international certifications.

During 2023-24, subsidy of Rs.3.49 crore

was disbursed to 295 enterprises.

2.3.7 Subsidy for Stamp Duty and
Registration Charges

To encourage setting up of new Micro and

Small enterprises in backward blocks, a subsidy

of 50% on the admissible value of Stamp Duty

and Registration charges towards purchase of

land is provided.

During 2023-24, a sum of Rs.0.59 crore
was disbursed to 26 Micro and Small enterprises
towards reimbursement of Stamp Duty and

Registration charges.
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2.3.8 Subsidy for Registration of
Intellectual Property Rights

The growth of innovation is an indicator of
the intellectual capital of the State. To promote
entrepreneurs to encourage registration of
Patent, Trade Marks and other intellectual
properties for their products a subsidy of
Rs.1 lakh is provided without any documentary
proof. Also, based on documents, 75% subsidy
subject to a maximum of Rs.3 lakh is provided
towards cost of registration of patent. For Trade
Mark  and registration of  Geographical
Indications (GI), 50% subsidy on the cost of
registration, subject to a maximum of
Rs.25,000/- is provided.

During 2023-24, a sum of Rs.0.09 crore
was disbursed to 15 enterprises towards subsidy

for Registration of Intellectual Property Rights.
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2.3.9 Scheme for Fund Raising from Capital
Market

To mobilize capital through SME exchange
by Initial Public Offering (IPO), a subsidy of 75%
on the expenditure incurred for listing, subject
to a maximum of Rs.30 lakh is provided to the
SMEs with growth potential, engaged in

manufacturing and service activities.

During 2023-24, a subsidy of
Rs.0.89 crore was disbursed to 3 enterprises for

enlisting in SME Exchange.

2.3.10 Micro Cluster Development
Programme (MCDP)

The Micro Cluster Development
Programme (MCDP) is being implemented since
2022-23 to foster the growth of Micro
entrepreneurs in the State. This scheme

generates rural employment besides promoting
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inclusive development of socially and

economically backward people.

The scheme is being implemented by
Commissionerate of Industries and Commerce
and Tamil Nadu Small Industries Development
Corporation. So far, 42 micro clusters have been
approved at a project cost of Rs.203.95 crore
with a subsidy component of Rs.161.39 crore
and are under various stages of implementation.

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2.4 Other Key Initiatives
2.4.1 Tamil Nadu Single Window Portal
(TNSWP)

The Tamil Nadu Single Window Portal 2.0,
introduced by the Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu in July 2021, enables investors to obtain
licenses and permits from government agencies
under one roof within a specified timeframe
without any hassle. The portal covers more than
200 services encompassing over 40 Government
departments/ agencies at present. This portal
aims to improve Ease of Doing Business (EoDB)

for investors in Tamil Nadu.

During 2023-24, out of 22,391
applications received from MSMEs, 21,557
applications have been disposed through the
TNSWP.

2.4.2 Tamil Nadu Industry Database
With a view to provide seamless services
for MSMEs, Tamil Nadu Industry Database is

being developed in coordination with FaMeTN.
This will leverage on the various data available
with key departments of the Government of
Tamil Nadu and will assist in connecting Large
Industries to MSMEs for all vendor requirements.
This will also facilitate in devising focused
policies for the MSMEs.

2.4.3 Credit Mentors and Annual Credit
Plan

In alignment with the objectives of the
Annual Credit Plan (ACP) set by the Government
of Tamil Nadu, the Department has appointed
Credit Mentors in all the districts for facilitating
loans from banks to the applicants of various
schemes of the Department. To achieve the
targets set for the MSME sector, loan facilitation
drives are also being conducted across the

districts.
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2.4.4 Micro and Small Enterprises
Facilitation Councils (MSEFC)
A persistent problem for MSMEs is the
significant delay in receiving payments from
buyers, including Public Sector Enterprises

(PSEs), which affects their working capital.

Under the MSMED Act of 2006, the
Government of Tamil Nadu has constituted four
regional Micro and Small Enterprises Facilitation
Councils at Chennai, Tiruchirappalli, Madurai and
Coimbatore for settling disputes related to
delayed payments for the goods supplied and

services rendered.

During 2023-24, 57 MSEFC sittings were
conducted and 434 cases were settled involving

an amount of Rs.68.19 crore.

2.4.5 Export Hubs
Administrative sanction has been accorded
under the Export Promotion Fund for the

establishment of the following:

e Leather testing lab at Ambur

e Advanced food testing laboratory at
Madurai

e Common Facility Centre (CFC) for
Electric Vehicle (EV) Motor testing at

Coimbatore.

A sum of Rs.26.60 crore has been
sanctioned as grant under Export Promotion

Fund for the above three projects.

2.4.6 Employment generation through
Naan Mudhalvan

In an effort to assist MSMEs with their

skilling needs, the Department has assisted the

onboarding of MSMEs onto “Naan Mudhalvan”

Portal and as a result of which, as on

31.03.2024, 4269 job positions have been

identified in 976 MSMEs.
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2.4.7 Awards for MSME Entrepreneurs and

Banks:

The Chief Minister’'s Award for MSMEs and
Banks are being given annually by the
Government, considering the importance of the
MSME sector and the need to encourage
entrepreneurs who have contributed to the
economic growth of Tamil Nadu. The entire
process of nomination, application and short
listing of eligible candidates for the Awards has
been made online. The following Awards are
being given on the International MSME Day

every year.

2.4.8 International MSME Day - 2023

The International MSME Day is celebrated
worldwide on 27" June every vyear. To
commemorate the same, a two-day event was
organized in Chennai on 26" and 27t June 2023
which was presided by the Hon’ble Chief Minister

of Tamil Nadu.

The event was attended by over 2000
Entrepreneurs in both days and sector pavilions
of MSME products, inauguration and launch of
key schemes and industrial estates, knowledge

sessions and the annual MSME awards for
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entrepreneurs and banks. The Annal Ambedkar
Business Champions Scheme (AABCS) which is a
flagship scheme of the Government was
launched and sanction orders to the first 100

beneficiaries were given.

2.4.9 Tamil Nadu Global Investors
Meet - 2024 (TNGIM 2024)

As part of TNGIM 2024, District
Investment Conclaves were conducted across all
38 districts of Tamil Nadu through the DICs. As
a result of these conclaves, 5,068 Memorandum
of Understanding (MoUs) were signed by MSME
investors, attracting investments worth
Rs.63,573.11 crore.

Small enterprises have  committed
Rs.38,811 crore, while Medium and Micro
enterprises have committed Rs.22,609 crore and
Rs.2,152 crore respectively, to invest through
these MoUs. The top 3 sectors which made the

highest investments are agro and food
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processing, textiles manufacturing and auto
components manufacturing. These investments
are expected to create about two lakh and fifty

thousand jobs across the State.

2.5 Industrial Cooperatives

Industrial cooperative societies were
established to provide continuous and gainful
employment to the rural artisans, workers and
labourers of the State and uplift their economic
conditions.

As on 31.03.2024, 269 Industrial
Cooperative Societies are functioning under the
administrative control of the Department of
Industries and Commerce. The Industries
Commissioner is the Functional Registrar of the
Industrial Co-operative Societies as per the
Tamil Nadu Cooperative Societies Act, 1983.
These societies are engaged in a diverse set of
trades such as coir, Labour contract, Printing,

Tea, Handicrafts, Industrial Estates and Irula
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Snake Catchers’ Society. The most notable of
these societies are INDCOSERVE, SAGOSERVE,
and the Tamil Nadu Industrial Cooperative Bank
(TAICO Bank), each headed by Managing
Director/Chief Executive Officer.

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During the vyear 2023-24, Industrial
Co-operative Societies achieved sales turnover
of Rs.1308.10 crore. Out of 269 Societies, 193
societies have earned profit of Rs.50.15 crore. A
sum of Rs.272.61 crore was disbursed as wages
to 4,979 workers of all societies during 2023-24.

2.5.1 INDCOSERVE

The Tamil Nadu Small Tea Growers
Industrial Cooperative Tea Factories Federation
(INDCOSERVE) was established in 1965 and
comprises of 16 Industrial Cooperative Tea
Factories (ICTFs) with 24,000 members in the
Nilgiris district, making it the Ilargest tea

cooperative federation in the country.

Following are some of the key activities
undertaken by INDCOSERVE:

e INDCOSERVE is carrying on
modernization work in 15 ICTFs in two
phases through NABARD funding.
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Modernization of 5 ICTFs under Phase-I
has been completed, and the remaining
works under Phase-II for 10 ICTFs are
expected to be completed by
30.09.2024.

To popularize and market INDCO Tea,
INDCOSERVE has introduced 20 “INDCO
Tea Vandis” at a total cost of
Rs.3.09 crore with the assistance from
Special Area Development Programme
(SADP) of Government of Tamil Nadu.
These mobile Tea Vandis not only sell
INDCO Branded Teas on wheels, but
also snacks, honey and amla, thereby
providing employment and livelihood
opportunities to tribal communities in
the Nilgiris district.

INDCOSERVE also runs “INDCO Tea
Houses” which are cafeterias, serving
INDCO teas and snacks to the public.
Presently there are 11 INDCO Tea
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Houses functioning throughout
Tamil Nadu.

INDCOSERVE through its warehouses at
Coonoor, Thudiyalur and Kochi provides
warehousing facilities for tea produced
by Cooperative Tea Factories and
TANTEA, earning Rs.0.98 crore as
revenue for the year 2023-24.

During 2023-24, INDCOSERVE has
supplied 2,616 metric tonnes of tea
powder to PDS shops across
Tamil Nadu, generating revenue of
Rs.59.07 crore and earning
Rs.8.05 crore as profit.

Nilgiris Tea Auction Centre (NTAC),
formerly TEASERVE, provides e-auction
for sale of tea. During 2023-24, NTAC
sold 7,885 metric tonnes of tea earning
revenue of Rs.69.05 crore and a net
profit of Rs.17.43 lakh.
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e During 2023-24, 16 ICTFs procured
43,342 MTs of Green Tea Leaves from
their members and produced 11,312
MTs of tea and achieved sales to the

tune of Rs. 99.69 crore.

2.5.2 SAGOSERVE

The Salem Starch and Sago Manufacturers
Service Industrial Cooperative Society Ltd.
(known as SAGOSERVE) was established in
1981 with the objective of marketing the
products of Sago manufacturers, by eliminating
middlemen and providing warehouse facilities to
its members and facilitating financial assistance

to them.

To improve the quality of SAGO products,
SAGOSERVE is in the process of introducing
SOPs, along with upgradation of their laboratory
to FSSAI-NABL standards by 2024-25.
SAGOSERVE has also obtained Geographical

Indication (GI) tag for sago as “Salem Sago

(Javvarisi)”.

During 2023-24, SAGOSERVE achieved a
sales turnover of Rs.632.89 crore and earned a

net profit of Rs.3.84 crore.

2.5.3 Tamil Nadu Industrial Cooperative
Bank (TAICO Bank)

The Tamil Nadu Industrial Co-operative
Bank (TAICO Bank) was established in 1961 to
provide financial assistance to the Industrial
Cooperative societies. TAICO Bank has since
expanded its banking operations to all types of
loans to individuals, MSMEs, and Government
employees, including accepting deposits from
public and operating their current and savings
accounts. All 47 branches of TAICO Bank across
the State provide RTGS, NEFT and mobile
banking services through its Core Banking

Solutions.

TAICO Bank acts as the nodal bank for
Tamil Nadu PSEs on the TNTReDS Platform and
has facilitated more than 900 MSME units to
avail credit facilities to the extent of
Rs.1,891 crore from other banks and financial
institutions, up to 31.03.2024.

TAICO Bank is extending financial
assistance to MSMEs under the following

schemes.

e FLY MSME Scheme for SIDCO
beneficiaries for purchase of SIDCO
Industrial plots

e Government sponsored schemes such as
NEEDS

e Working Capital Loan for MSME units

and Term Loans sanctioned by TIIC.

During 2023-24, TAICO Bank mobilized
deposits to the tune of 1,056.24 crore, extended

loans and advances to the tune of
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Rs.578.03 crore and earned a net profit of
Rs.13.10 crore.

2.5.4 The Irula Snake Catchers’ Industrial

Cooperative Society

The Irula Snake Catchers’ Industrial
Cooperative  Society was registered on
22.12.1978 and it's business activities
commenced on 19.01.1979. At present, there
are 339 members with a paid up share capital of
Rs.37.61 lakh. This society extracts venom from
the snakes and sells it to the Research
Institutions and Pharmaceutical labs for

manufacturing anti-venom for snake bites.

The main objective of the society is to
provide continuous employment and thereby
improving the socio-economic status of the Irula

members.

During the vyear 2023-24, Irula Snake
Catchers’ Industrial Cooperative Society sold
1659.30 gms of venom for Rs.681.00 lakh.
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2.6 Laboratories and Testing Centres
2.6.1 Central Electrical Testing Laboratory
(CETL)

The Central Electrical Testing Laboratory
(CETL), Kakkalur is a Testing Laboratory
functioning under the control of the Industries
Commissioner, since 1973. It is accredited by
the National Accreditation Board for Testing and
Calibration Laboratories (NABL), a constituent
Board under the Quality Council of India
and recognised by Bureau of Indian Standards
(BIS), Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Government

of India.

CETL offers 2 day training programme in
testing of electrical products, and as on
31.03.2024, 499 personnel from various
organizations have benefited from the training.
CETL earned a revenue of Rs.42.60 lakh in the
year 2023-24 by testing 982 samples.
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2.6.2 Chemical Laboratories

Chemical Testing Laboratories are located
at Chennai, Madurai, Salem, Coimbatore and
Thoothukudi. These 5 Regional Testing
Laboratories are equipped with modern
instruments required for conducting testing of
raw material and finished goods to meet the
needs of chemical, metallurgical and other
industries, Government Departments,

Corporations and private customers.

During 2023-24, 99,434 samples were
tested thereby earning a revenue of
Rs.4.57 crore.

2.6.3 The Chennai Industrial Co-operative
Analytical Laboratory Ltd. (MICAL)

The Chennai industrial Co-operative

Analytical Laboratory (MICAL) was established in

1964 as a cooperative laboratory, headquartered

in Chennai with an ISO certified branch in

Coonoor. It offers analysis and testing of raw
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materials and finished products manufactured by

pharmaceutical makers of medicines.

During 2023-24, MICAL tested 1,776

samples earning revenue of Rs.17.58 lakh.

2.6.4 Technical Training Institutions
The following Technical Training
Institutions are  functioning under the

Commmissionerate:

i) The Institute of Ceramic Technology,
Vridhachalam which offers a 3% years
Diploma Course in Ceramic Technology.

ii) Government Technical Training Centre,
Guindy, Chennai which offers 3 years
diploma in Mechanical Engineering for DME
(Tool and Die) and DME (Refrigeration and
Air conditioning).

iii) The Institute of Tool Engineering, Dindigul
which offers 3 years Diploma in Tool and
Die.
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iv) The Government Scientific Glass Training
Centre, Coimbatore which offers training in
tabletop glass blowing process.

v) Government Production Centre for
Scientific Glass Apparatus, Coimbatore

which manufactures laboratory glassware.

2.7 Tamil Nadu Coir Business
Development Corporation (TANCOIR)

Tamil Nadu Coir Business Development
Corporation (TANCOIR) was established in 2022
as a section 8 company by the Government of
Tamil Nadu to promote the value addition of coir
products and facilitate access to domestic and
international markets for coir products

manufactured in Tamil Nadu.

TANCOIR, to promote value added coir
products, acts as the implementing agency for
2 coir clusters located in Kundadam, and
K.Paramathy and also provides hand holding and

support services to operationalise the coir
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clusters in Peravurani, Udumalpet, Pollachi and
Watrap. The total project cost of these clusters
is Rs.51.08 crore including Government grant of
Rs.37.81 crore.

The Hon’ble Chief Minister released the
Tamil Nadu Coir Policy 2024 on 04.01.2024. This
policy focuses on product diversification, value
addition, domestic and global market access,
collaborations, export promotions, etc. for coir

products.

TANCOIR has assisted 13 coir MSMEs to
receive subsidies worth Rs.2.15 crore, for
establishing concrete drying yards, Green house,

Mechanical driers and Effluent Treatment Plants.

2.8 Tamil Nadu Food Processing and Agri
Export Promotion Corporation
(TNAPEX)

The Tamil Nadu Food Processing and Agri

Export Promotion Corporation (TNAPEx) has

been established to promote investments,

60



identify gaps, and effectively implement
initiatives in agro and food processing and
export in Tamil Nadu. TNAPEXx is a not-for-profit
company registered under Section 8 of the
Companies Act, 2013.

TNAPEX provides services to reduce post-
harvest losses, promote food processing and
value-added industries, promote export of
agricultural and value-added products, increase
utilization of infrastructure for post-harvest
technology, and make Tamil Nadu a pioneer in

food processing in India.

2.8.1 Activities carried out by TNAPEXx
in 2023-24

Outreach Programmes and Workshops:
TNAPEx organized 53 outreach programs

(including E-commerce workshops, B2B events,

farmers interactions with other stake and export

promotion workshops,) reaching more than

2400 farmers and 600 entrepreneurs. Similar
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events were held to onboard FPO’s and MSME’s
onto the ONDC platform. Additionally, more than
20 FPOs and MSMEs were converted into new
exporters through various initiatives of TNAPEX.
B2B events were organized in which 45 FPOs
and MSMEs were connected with international
buyers. Furthermore, FPO’s and MSME’s
received mentoring for export compliances and

certifications through export promotion support.

Food Processing Infrastructure App

TNAPEx has developed a comprehensive
repository of information on agro and food
processing infrastructures across the state. To
facilitate easy access for farmers and
stakeholders, a mobile app has been developed.
This initiative is designed to enhance efficiency
and productivity in agro and food processing by
providing convenient access to essential

resources and infrastructures.
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Creation of Food Testing Labs

Creation of an advanced food testing
laboratory in Madurai for export quality testing
and certification of agricultural and food

products is under process.

Creation of Value Chains

Value chains for Rice, Mango, Banana,
Guava, Tomato, Chilli products including the
verticals like production, post-harvest
management, processing and marketing are

being created in the State.

2.8.2 Other Initiatives

> Established a Food Technology Repository
Desk, comprising of experts from
academia, to facilitate knowledge sharing
and collaboration in the field of food
technology.

» Launched an Export Facilitation Desk,
comprising experts from various

stakeholder  departments  aimed at

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3. Tamil Nadu Small Industries
Development Corporation
(TANSIDCO)

The Tamil Nadu Small Industries
Development Corporation Limited (TANSIDCO)
was established in 1970 by the Government of
Tamil Nadu with the main objective of assisting
and promoting the interests of Micro and Small
Enterprises. TANSIDCO's operations are now
focused on the development of infrastructure for
MSMEs, through:

e Establishment, maintenance and
upgradation of Industrial Estates. This also
includes assistance in the establishment of
Private Industrial Estates.

e Establishment, maintenance and
upgradation of Plug & Play Flatted Factory

modules.
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e Establishment of Common Facility Centres
(CFCs) and Common Production
Infrastructure Centres. This also includes
the Micro Cluster Development Programme
(MCDP).

o Establishment of Workers’ Hostels.

e Establishment of Mega Clusters.

e Other initiatives such as e-Governance,
pattas to industrial plots and distribution

of raw materials.

These infrastructure development
initiatives of TANSIDCO align to SDG
Target 9.2: Promote inclusive and sustainable
industrialization and by 2030, significantly raise
industry’s share of employment and gross
domestic product, in line with national
circumstances and double its share in least

developed countries.
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3.1. Industrial Estates

One of TANSIDCO’s key activities is to
establish Industrial Estates across the State to
support the land needs of entrepreneurs. By
providing such lands, TANSIDCO aids in the
overall balanced regional development of

Tamil Nadu.

TANSIDCO currently oversees 89
Industrial Estates along with
41 Government Industrial Estates, covering
8598.06 acre. Details of 130 Industrial Estates
are given in Annexure-I. During 2023-2024,
TANSIDCO has made a total sales of 2102 crore
with a profit of ¥14.37 crore.

3.2. Development of New Industrial Estates

With a view to aid in the growth of
industrialisation across the State, during
2023-24, development of 8 new Industrial

Estates in 7 districts at a cost of ¥115.53 crore,

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3.6. Shifting of existing private Industrial
units to the outskirts of a Town /city
With its focus on industrialisation and
balanced regional development, TANSIDCO also
takes efforts in sustainability and reduction of
pollution from industries. In line with the same,
Government provides a grant of 75%, to a
maximum of %20 crore for MSME Associations
willing to shift their estates to the outskirts of a
town/ city. To accelerate this process, during the
year 2023-24, the land area requirement was
reduced from 10 acre to 2 acre owing to the
increased land cost and difficulty in identifying

large area of land.

Developed plots / sheds / modules in
TANSIDCO'’s Industrial Estates are being allotted
on outright sale/ lease/ rental basis to MSMEs by
advertising the details of vacant plots/
sheds/modules in the official website of
TANSIDCO.

The
classification of these lands are recorded in the
revenue records as Sarkar Poromboke in most
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Industrial Estates and as Ryotwari in a few
Industrial Estates. Hence, TANSIDCO / MSMEs
could not get the title for these lands.

To address this issue, Government formed
an empowered committee headed by the Chief
Secretary to change the classification of the land
from Sarkar Poramboke to Ryotwari lands. As a
result, so far the classification of 1937.37 acre of
Government Poromboke land has been changed
as Ryotwari land in 23 Government Industrial
Estates and 21 SIDCO Industrial Estates.

The goal of EDII's Hackathon is to foster a
spirit of innovation among college students and
give them the skills they need to use technology
to address difficult problems in today's world
and to identify the export based products. As a

result, it gives them a sense of entrepreneurial
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ambition, enhances their abilities and motivates

them to launch enterprises that generate jobs.

It is a Government innovation program to
create innovative thinking among higher
education students in Tamil Nadu. Initially, it
has been functioning as the “"Tamil Nadu Student
Innovators”  (TNSI) scheme under the
Innovation and Entrepreneurship Development
Program (IEDP) since 2016. From 2023-24
onwards, the program of the IEDP has been

renamed as EDII's Hackathon.

Objectives of EDII's Hackathon
e To promote creative minded youths who
are socially conscious and driven for
growth.
e Finding and delivering technological
solutions to local problems.
e To create more trademarks and

intellectual property rights.
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e To promote employment opportunity and

to build strong economy.

e To create students potential development
for the benefits of both the students and

society as a whole.

5.2.2 School Innovation Development

Project (SIDP)
EDII-TN is implementing the School

Innovation Development Project (SIDP) from the

academic year 2022-23 in collaboration with the

Department of  School Education and
United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF).
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The Hon’ble Tamil Nadu Chief Minister launched

the School Innovation Development Program on
16.09.2022.This is the first hackathon program

organized in collaboration with schools at State

level.

Objectives

To expose school students to the cycle of
innovation and promote the culture of
entrepreneurship.

To inspire students to solve real life
problems by wusing a simple design
thinking process as a method to innovate,
collaborate and obtain leadership cum
entrepreneurship skills.

To build the capacity of the teaching
community to play a vital role in building
an entrepreneurial, innovative ecosystem
in schools and be mentors to the evolving

minds.
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The School Innovation Development
Project is being implemented for students from
oth to 12t standard in all the Government and
Government-aided higher secondary schools in
38 districts of Tamil Nadu. United Nations
Children's Fund (UNICEF) as a knowledge
partner organization under SIDP provides
technical assistance, video based curriculums
for innovative thinking in Tamil and English
along with the capacity building trainings to all
the stake holders including teachers and EDII

District Coordinators.

During the year 2023-24, Pilot activity was
undertaken in Thiruvarur and Kallakurichi
district including students from 6t to 8t

standard.

Achievements
e Overall 7.55 lakh school students were
covered in SIDP 2.0.
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e 5277 mentors and 133504 student teams
from 4483 schools were given training on
video based Ilearning modules for
promotion of innovative mindset.

e 371 student teams with best ideas were
selected and District wise boot camps
conducted covering 1656 students.

e For the year 2023-24, the top teams have
been selected and will be awarded cash
prizes ranging from Rs.25,000 to
Rs.1 lakh.

5.2.3 Innovation Voucher Programme

(IVP)

Innovation Voucher Programme (IVP) is a
unique State Government initiative to promote
research and innovation among MSMEs/Start-
ups in sectors like agriculture, horticulture,
veterinary, fisheries, engineering, waste
management, health, nano-technology,

electronics etc. The selection process is done by
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the screening committee at the State level to
support innovative ideas with a grant of upto
Rs.2 lakh for converting the idea into working
prototype and upto Rs.5 lakhs for

commercialization support.

During the financial year 2023-24, 87
innovators have been awarded with an amount
of Rs.1.95 Crore. So far, 436 innovators have
been  benefitted with an amount of
Rs.11.25 Crore in sectors like agriculture,

health, manufacturing, food science etc.,

5.2.4 Incubation Centres - Tamil Nadu

Manufacturing Business Incubation

Infrastructure Development
Programme
Promotion of technology-based

entrepreneurship is one of the key focus areas of
EDII-TN. Various services such as co-working

space, workshops, awareness programmes, seed
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fund facilitation, networking and consulting
services, support for intellectual property rights

are being offered at the incubation centres.

So far, the Incubation Centres have
supported 815 incubatees in various domains
and 79,895 entrepreneurs have been benefitted
through various awareness and training
programmes. A revenue of Rs.3.44 Crore has

been generated by the 9 incubation centres.

EDII-TN utilizes social media, print media,

spreading

information,

knowledge and communication on the

programmes implemented by it. Exhibitions are
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conducted to promote the entrepreneurship and
innovation ecosystem. Demo day has been
conducted to exhibit the innovative products
developed by students, in which
232 students participated and prizes were
distributed. Social media is being utilized as a
platform to promote the activities of EDII-TN.
A new web portal has been developed with Al
technology for EDII Hackathon/SIDP for end to

end processing of ideas.
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6. Bureau for Facilitating MSMEs of
Tamil Nadu (FaMeTN)

The Tamil Nadu MSME Trade and
Investment Promotion Bureau (M-TIPB) was
established as an autonomous body in 2019
under the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
Department. M-TIPB was rebranded as
FaMeTN-the Bureau for Facilitating MSMEs of
Tamil Nadu (FaMeTN) in 2022.

FaMeTN, collaborates with various
organisations, associations and Government
departments with an objective of facilitating the
MSMEs of the State to avail the services

required.

The major activities and initiatives of
FaMeTN during 2023 - 24.
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6.1 Access to Credit Facilities

FaMeTN facilitates access to credit facilities for
MSMEs in line with the Target of 9.3 of UNSDG
No.9 viz, ‘to increase the access of small scale
industrial and other enterprises to financial services

including affordable credit.’

A. Formalised Credit: Tamil Nadu Credit
Guarantee Scheme (TNCGS)

To improve access to formalised credit for
Micro and Small Enterprises, the Tamil Nadu
Credit Guarantee Scheme (TNCGS) was
launched in 2022. The scheme, while operating
with the extant Credit Guarantee Trust for Micro
and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE) of the
Government of India, provides 90% guarantee
coverage for collateral free loans up to
Rs.40 lakh and up to 80% for loans above
Rs.40 lakh and upto Rs.2 crore. TNCGS also

provides Standalone guarantee coverage of 90%
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for loans upto Rs.40 lakh to manufacturing

enterprises.

In 2023-24, under the co-guarantee
scheme with CGTMSE, guarantee was extended
for loans aggregating to Rs.4116.13 crore
benefitting more than 23,000 MSEs including
over 7,000 women, 900 SC/ ST and 30

Differently Abled entrepreneurs.

B. Expediting Receivables: Tamil Nadu
Trade Receivables and Discounting
System (TNTReDS)

TNTReDS was launched in 2022 to address
the issue of delay in payments to MSME vendors
by State PSEs. Since its inception, FaMeTN has
onboarded 98 Tamil Nadu State Public Sector
Entities and 1,460 MSME vendors on TNTReDS.
TNTReDS discounted invoices worth
Rs.2,139.14 crore benefitting 936 MSMEs upto
31st March, 2024.
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6.2 Raising and Accelerating MSME

Performance (RAMP)

FaMeTN is the State Nodal Agency for the
Raising and Accelerating MSME Performance
(RAMP) Scheme, a Central Sector Scheme
implemented by the Ministry of Micro, Small &
Medium Enterprises, Government of India to
improve access of MSMEs to market and credit,
technology upgradation, and to address issues

of delayed payments and greening of MSMEs.

A sum of Rs.165 crore has been
earmarked for Tamil Nadu wunder this
programme  for  various initiatives and
interventions over a period of 4 years viz.,
Digital MSME Facilitation Services, Industry
Transformation Maps, Vendor Development
Programmes, International Reverse Buyer Seller
Meets, Quality  Certifications, Intellectual
Property Rights among others. The various

initiatives and interventions under the RAMP
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programme are in  various stages of

implementation.

6.3 Digital Facilitation Services for MSMEs

FaMeTN is developing a platform for digital
facilitation services which will assist MSMEs easy
digital access to various schemes and incentives of
the Government of Tamil Nadu, including all
facilitation services of FaMeTN. This platform will
primarily leverage on the information of MSMEs
available both within the Governments of India and
Tamil Nadu as part of an Industry Database. This
Industry Database will also help the Government of
Tamil Nadu refine and develop initiatives for the
benefit of MSMEs, through data - backed policy

making.

6.4 Access to Markets

Hindered by limited visibility and outreach,
MSMEs struggle to penetrate competitive
markets and reach targeted customers

effectively. Addressing this challenge is crucial
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for empowering MSMEs to thrive in today's
dynamic business landscape. FaMeTN facilitates
MSMEs across multiple market avenues,
including trade fairs & exhibitions, sponsorships,
e-commerce, B2B connects with large industries,
and exports in line with Target 9.3 of UNSDG
No.9 viz, integration of small scale industrial and
other enterprises into value chains and markets.
FaMeTN signed an MoU with GEM in February,
2024 and organised a GeM workshop on
04.03.2024 with almost 100 MSMEs in
attendance, and 20 MSMEs onboarded on the
spot. Similar workshops and onboarding
sessions across the State are being planned in

the current financial year.

A. Bridging the Market gaps: Trade Fairs
& Exhibitions and e-Commerce

In 2023-24, FaMeTN facilitated 214 MSMEs

to participate in various exhibitions and FaMeTN

pavilions were set up in 7 key exhibitions. These
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included the International Engineering Sourcing
Show in Coimbatore, Plexconnect 2023 in
Mumbai, HGH India Fair in Mumbai, Indus Food
2024 in Noida, Agrilntex 2023 in Coimbatore,
and the India Tourism and Trade Fair, 2024 in
Chennai. FaMeTN has also been conducting
periodic workshops for MSMEs to onboard onto
various e-commerce platforms, including GeM,
ONDC and Flipkart. Around 5,000 MSMEs have
been onboarded in Flipkart with a Gross
Merchandise Value worth Rs.11.5 crore.
Currently, 70,088 MSMEs have onboarded in
GeM as sellers; of which entities headed by

women constitute 22%.

B. Bridging the gap between the Buyer
and the MSME: B2B
MSMEs, depend on the large industries for
their markets. FaMeTN, to bridge the gap
between large players and MSMEs has

conducted multiple Vendor Development
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Programmes/ B2B meets with both Government
PSUs and large industries. 7 such programmes
were conducted during 2023-24 with
organisations such as Chennai Petroleum
Corporation Ltd. (CPCL), Chennai Metro Rail Ltd.
(CMRL), and Bharat Heavy Electricals Ltd.
(BHEL). Two B2B meets between British
Companies and Tamil Nadu MSMEs were
conducted in collaboration with the British

Deputy High Commission.

C. Facilitating Trade: Exports and Market
Entry

Facilitating MSMEs to export and assist
them to be part of the global value chain is one
of the key focus areas for FaMeTN. In 2023-24,
FaMeTN conducted focussed market entry
programmes for Singapore and USA with market
entry specialists. These were conducted for the
food processing and the textile sectors. District

Export Facilitation Desks have been established
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across all districts in the District Industries
Centres (DICs).

6.5 Quality and Sustainability

The various activities undertaken under
this vertical are targeted to achieve Goal 7 of
the United Nations Sustainable Development
Goal which contemplates to ‘ensure access to
affordable, reliable, sustainable and modern
energy for all’ and Target 9.4 to ‘Upgrade
infrastructure and retrofit industries to make
them sustainable, with increased resources -
use efficient and greater adoption of clean and

environmentally sound technologies.’

FaMeTN conducts workshops to facilitate
MSMEs to obtain Quality Certifications to
increase and expand their access to Indian and
global markets. During 2023 - 24, 12 workshops
were conducted for MSMEs on the Zero Defect

Zero Effect (ZED) certification programme of the
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Government of India. 50 more workshops are
being planned in 2024-25, covering all the
districts of Tamil Nadu. Energy efficiency
workshops have also been conducted for 6
sectors imparting knowledge for MSMEs to
reduce power consumption in their production

processes.

6.6 Sponsorship

FaMeTN facilitates MSMEs to participate in
trade fairs and exhibitions across India and the
world through its Sponsorship Policy. During
2023-2024, FaMeTN supported 11 associations/
organisations with sponsorships worth
Rs.191.26 lakh and 58 MSMEs with sponsorships
worth Rs. 69.76 lakh. This includes a financial
assistance of Rs.10 lakh to the Tamil Nadu Adi
Dravidar Housing & Development Corporation
Ltd. (TAHDCO) for the TN BEAT Expo 2024, an
exhibition and business conclave for SC/ ST

entrepreneurs.
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6.7 Sectoral initiatives: Electric Vehicles

A Task Force for Electric Vehicles (EV) has
been set up with the objective of developing the
overall EV ecosystem in Tamil Nadu by working
closely with stakeholder Departments viz
Industries Department (Guidance TN, SIPCOT),
TNSDC, TIDCO, TNIFMC and other organisations
within the MSME Department (StartUp TN and
TANSIDCO). The EV Task Force aims to develop
a holistic EV ecosystem in Tamil Nadu by
facilitating multiple initiatives, such as promote
manufacturing of EV components by MSMEs,
connecting MSMEs to EV markets, facilitating
partnerships for technology transfer, facilitating
setting up of infrastructure, upskilling/ re-skilling
of workforce etc.

6.8 Tamil Nadu Global Investors Meet
2024 (TNGIM 2024)

FaMeTN, in collaboration with Federation
of Indian Export Organisation (FIEO), organised
an International Reverse Buyer Seller Meet at
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TNGIM 2024. 38 buyers from 23 Countries and
370 MSMEs from Tamil Nadu participated.
Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs) and
Purchase Orders worth over Rs.42.60 crore were
concluded in the meet, out of which
Rs.16.42 crore were generated from 73 first
time MSME exporters.

In addition to this, FaMeTN set up the GI
Pavilion showcasing all 58 Geographical
Indication (GI) tagged products from across
Tamil Nadu, which elicited appreciation from all.
FaMeTN facilitated 25 MSMEs across various
sectors viz, Auto Components, Aerospace and
Defence, Technical Textiles, Medical Devices and
Agro and Food Processing to exhibit their stalls
in the Sectoral Pavilion. FaMeTN curated a Panel
Discussion on the topic “Future-Ready MSMEs:
Driving Tamil Nadu’s competitive edge”
comprising distinguished entrepreneurs and
representatives from the industry and
Government, which elicited active participation
from the Panelists and audience alike.
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7. Tamil Nadu Startup and
Innovation Mission (TANSIM)

The Tamil Nadu Startup and Innovation
Mission was established by the Tamil Nadu
Government to strengthen the  startup
ecosystem, with a special focus on startups and
innovation activities. It operates under the
Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises

department and is branded as StartupTN.

The long-term vision of the organisation is
to make Tamil Nadu one of the top 20 global
startup destinations by the year 2032. It aims to
develop a conducive environment for the
establishment of startups which can bring about
a major change and create massive revenue and

employment opportunities for the State.

StartupTN is taking measures to create a

startup ecosystem that focuses on increasing
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investor confidence and revenue models, while
also ensuring growth opportunities for all
sections of society. It will be a model for other

countries to emulate.

The organisation is implementing various
initiatives, including the disbursal of seedfund
for startups, connecting with investors, providing
training for market opportunities and linking
Government departments and Corporations with

startups.

7.1 Objectives of the organisation

e As per the Tamil Nadu Startup and
Innovation Policy released in September
2023, one of the main objectives of Tamil
Nadu Startup and Innovation Mission is to
facilitate the establishment of 15,000
startups by providing all required facilities
to entrepreneurs during the policy period
(2023-2028).
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To sustain Tamil Nadu as one among top
three States in the country for startup
ecosystem.

To ensure the growth of startups in Tier II
and Tier III cities in the State apart from
focussing on startups from bigger cities.
To develop Tamil Nadu as number one
State in the country in terms of the
number and quality of incubators.

To make Tamil Nadu one of the top three
destinations in the country to attract
funding for startups.

To make Tamil Nadu the top State in
terms of the number of women
entrepreneurs and entrepreneurs
representing SC/ST communities.

To support the growth of startups by
connecting stakeholders of the ecosystem

with them.
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To develop the human resources required
to meet the needs of the startup
ecosystem.

To create forums for sector-specific
startups to provide a unique support
system to each sector.

To create a conducive environment for the
development of the startup ecosystem by
bringing together venture capitals and
angel investors.

To make Tamil Nadu the best ‘Knowledge
and Innovation Hub’ in the world by
establishing Global Startup Resources
Coordination Centres.

To develop the competency of
entrepreneurs from Tamil Nadu so that
they can compete on the global stage.

To develop a streamlined process that

facilitates easier access for startups to
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7.2

obtain seedfund and equity investments
from the State Government.

To devise strategies and initiatives to
ensure equitable growth among all
sections of society in entrepreneurship and
business opportunities.

To bring together corporates and facilitate
procurement of products and services from

startups.

The Tamil Nadu Startup and
Innovation Policy

The Tamil Nadu Startup and Innovation

Policy 2023-2028 was drafted in order to

develop the Startup Ecosystem in the State and

to provide support systems to Startups. It was

released on 20.09.2023. The policy paves the

way for promoting and encouraging startups in

the State and aims to make major contributions
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to the State Government's goal of achieving a

USD 1 trillion economy by the year 2030.

The policy is based on seven major
determinants required for a thriving startup
ecosystem: Innovation Landscape, Access to
Market, Stakeholder Engagement, Startup
Support Centres, Investment Ecosystem, and

Equitable Growth.

7.3 Regional Hubs

Over the past two financial years, regional
hubs have been established in Madurai,
Tirunelveli, Erode, Salem, Cuddalore, Hosur, and
Thanjavur to encourage startups across the
entire State. They are instrumental in supporting
the Startups in their respective regions and
developing the Startup ecosystem by organising
the available resources. Activities of these hubs
ensure that inclusive and sustainable economic

growth is achieved as per the Sustainable
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Development Goal 8. These regional hubs have
organised more than 350 programs reaching out
to more than 37,000 Startups, aspiring

entrepreneurs and students.

7.4 TANSEED
TANSEED is a major initiative of the Tamil
Nadu Government to provide a seedfund of

Rs.10 lakh at the initial stage of a startup.

In alignment with Sustainable
Development Goal 5, which promotes gender
equality, 25% of the beneficiaries under the
scheme have been reserved for women, aiming
to foster gender equality within the startup
ecosystem. Further, to achieve this goal,
Rs.15 lakh seedfund is being given to women-
led Startups under the scheme. As per the
Sustainable Development Goals 13, 14 and 15
Startups working in the Green Tech and Rural

Livelihood Development areas addressing
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Climate Change, encouraging Circular Economy
and Sustainable growth are being encouraged
with Rs.15 lakh seedfund.

23 Startups benefitted under TANSEED in
2023-24 financial year. 132 startups have
benefited with Rs.13.95 crore grant under the
scheme since inception in 2021. Applications
have been received for the 6t edition of
TANSEED and the process of shortlisting
beneficiaries is underway. Seedfund will be
disbursed to 40 startups in the 2024-25 financial

year.

7.5 Tamil Nadu SC/ST Startup Fund

Tamil Nadu SC/ST Startup Fund was
announced in the 2022-23 financial year to
achieve inclusive growth of all communities.
Equity or debt based investment is being done in
the Startups run by SC/ST communities under

the scheme implemented by Tamil Nadu Startup
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and Innovation Mission. Rs.27.10 Crore
investment into 17 Startups was sanctioned in
the 2023-24 financial year. Many more
applications are under consideration to support
more people from SC/ST communities through

the scheme.

7.6 Best Performer Award

Startup India released the States’ Startup
Rankings for the year 2022 on 16.01.2024.
Tamil Nadu State secured ‘Best Performer’
category, which is the top position. It is to be
noted that Tamil Nadu which was in the last
position (Emerging Startup Ecosystem) in 2018,

secured Best Performer award.

TANSEED, Tamil Nadu SC/ST Startup
Fund, Tamil Nadu Emerging Sector Seed Fund,
Innovation Voucher Program, helping the
development of Startups by effectively

organising Incubation Centres, implementation
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of special schemes for Rural and Green Tech
Startups and women-led Startups were
recognised by the Union Government as

exemplary initiatives.

7.7 MentorTN Portal

Sectoral expertise and experience of
seasoned mentors are essential for
entrepreneurs in the new age entrepreneurial
journey. MentorTN is a portal designed to
connect startups with experienced professionals,
from various sectors, who are willing to share
their expertise. As many as 733 Startups and
257 mentors have joined the portal. Various
initiatives will be taken up to increase the

number of beneficiaries through the programme.

7.8 Scale Up Incubators
The support of Incubators for Startups is
important. Training programmes for the

development of incubators in the State are being
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conducted. Tamil Nadu Startup and Innovation
Mission provided training for 93 incubators in
2023-24 and gave Rs 5 lakh each to 15
shortlisted incubators. Moreover, 5 Startups
were taken to Singapore to help them learn the
best practices in the country. The schemes will

be implemented in the coming years also.

7.9 Call Centre

A call centre has been established to clear
all the doubts related to Startup and
entrepreneurship. Answers to the queries raised
by the callers are being given in both Tamil and
English languages. 4100 calls have been
attended through the call centre. There is a
proposal to establish an Artificial Intelligence

based chatbot for the same.

7.10 Tamil Nadu Startup Thiruvizha
The Tamil Nadu Startup Thiruvizha was

organised as a two-day event in the last
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financial year during August in Coimbatore in
order to popularise the startup ecosystem in the
State and bring together all the stakeholders in
the ecosystem. 450 Startups exhibited their
products and services in the two-day expo. More
than 15,000 visitors participated. The event
witnessed speed meetings with the participation
of 60 Startups and 50 investors. StartupTN
facilitated the launch of 87 Startups.

7.11 TANFUND Portal

The TANFUND Portal, aimed at connecting
startups with investors, was inaugurated on the
sidelines of the Tamil Nadu Global Investors
Meet 2024. To date, more than 230 investors
and over 3,389 entrepreneurs have registered

on the platform.

7.12 Smart Card
Smart Card scheme was launched for the

benefit of Startups in accessing various services
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and products related to Legal & Compliance,
Marketing/Business Consulting, Finance and
Insurance, Human Resource and Smart
Workspace, Software and IT/ITIES and Media
and Advertisement at highly subsidised rates. It
has been planned to distribute 4000 smart cards

to Startups in this financial year.

7.13 Periyar Social Justice Venture Lab
Periyar Social Justice Venture Lab to be
launched as per the announcement made in the
2024-25 annual budget. StartupTN has laid out
plans to provide required support to 100
Startups this year. StartupTN is providing
training and guidance for the startups that have
received equity investment under the Tamil
Nadu SC/ST Startup Fund as a part of this

scheme.
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7.14 Startups to Government Buy Day

A Government Order has been issued for
the procurement from manufacturing startups
up to Rs.50 lakh by relaxing the tender norms to
create market opportunities for them. To
facilitate procurements from startups, the Tamil
Nadu Startup and Innovation Mission has been
conducting Startups to Government Buy Day by
collaborating with Government departments.
Five Startups to Government Buy Day programs
have been conducted along with Government
departments for the benefit of startups in
Financial Year 2024-25. These programs will be
conducted with all Government departments and

public sector undertakings this year.

7.15 StartupTN Pre-Incubation Centres
It has been planned to establish
Pre-Incubation Centres in 25 educational

institutions. Up to Rs.7.5 lakh will be given as
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subsidy. The Pre-Incubation Centres should be
Section 8 Companies. Full-time coordinators will
be appointed in the centres to support startups

and innovators.

7.16 Open Innovation Challenge Portal

An Open Innovation Challenge Portal has
been launched to link startups with corporates,
research institutes, and Government
departments to obtain innovative solutions for
the challenges they face, as per the Sustainable
Development Goal 9. Innovation Challenges are
being conducted in collaboration with various
organisations. It has been planned to conduct
more innovation challenges this year by

partnering with ten organisations.

7.17 Integrated Portal
An integrated portal is to be launched to
enable startups to access information related to

all State Government departments and facilities
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of private centres related to startups and
innovation. It will serve as a common platform
providing information for all, including students
pursuing innovation, new-age entrepreneurs,
researchers, and venture capitalists. The
Tamil Nadu Startup and Innovation Mission will

coordinate the development of the portal.

7.18 TN Global Investors Meet

An arena was set up by StartupTN at the
Tamil Nadu Global Investors Meet 2024 held at
Chennai Trade Centre in January 2024 to
facilitate Startups to showcase their products
and services. Startups representing more than
20 sectors including Electric Vehicle, Food and
Agri Tech, FinTech and Space Technology put up
their stalls in the arena with 41 stalls in total.
Among the participants, 20 startups were
Government invested entities. 10 were women-

led Startups. Sessions were conducted to
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facilitate Startups to introduce their products
and services in front of investors. It witnessed
the participation of more than 200 investors. As
per this year's budget announcement Global
Startup Summit will be organised to showcase

startups from Tamil Nadu.
